	Poor behaviour of visitors
	Pre-visit information given to schools and visitors 
All pupils and staff briefed on appropriate behaviour on arrival.

	
	

	Lost or disorientated visitors
	All visitors - wander into unsafe areas
	Regular head counts of groups. 
Have a meeting place/base and ensure that all visitors know to return to this area if separated from the group. Advised in pre visit information and meeting. 
Unsafe areas locked with clear signage. 
Visitors informed of areas out of bounds. 
Farm staff to regularly check areas and visitors.
For activities away from the farm staff a clear meeting point to be established and visible of unsafe areas. 
Farm staff to be based here and ensure that visitors do not wander into these areas.
	
	

	Farm vehicles and machinery 
	All visitors – physical injury struck by moving vehicles or machinery
	Minimise vehicle movements during farm visits. 
Staff and pupils to follow instructions regarding movement around the farm, following safe access routes to avoid vehicles. 
Contractors and farm staff to be aware of visitors on site and adhere to designated routes around the farm. 
Activities planned to be away from moving vehicles or observe from a safe distance. 
	
	

	Uneven ground, steep paths, slippery rocks. 
	Visitors on nature trails, farm walks – slips, trips and falls
	Route planned and checked. Choose a safe route.
 Maps created detailing the route as appropriate. 
No access to problem areas (Corden off). Clear signage where required. Pre visit information regarding appropriate footwear and clothing. Supervision of visitors and highlighting of key areas.
	
	

	Slurry pits
	All visitors – slips, trips, falls; drowning.
	No access available to slurry pit. 
All activities to avoid the area around the slurry pit. 
Slurry pit cordoned off with fencing. 
Clear instructions to visitors that this area is out of bounds.

	Silage pits Manure & compost heaps
	All visitors – falls from height; Contamination with manure.
	All activities to avoid these areas 
Clear instructions to visitors that this area is out of bounds.
	
	

	Fences and gates. 




Electric fences
	Visitors’ physical injuries – cuts, grazes, bumps, splinters etc. Contamination of visitors from touching farm animals or contaminated surfaces followed by ingestion of micro– organisms.
Electric shock from touching live fences.
	Fences and gates checked and well maintained. 
Visitors advised not to climb on gates or fences.
Visitors warned not to run their hands along wooden fences.
Handwashing facilities provided.
 Visitors informed of this on arrival.
Warnings given not to touch barbed wire.
No access to areas where an electric fence is accessible. 
Switch off electric fence if using the area.
	
	

	Barns and yards – bale stacks pallets, boxes etc
	All visitors – struck by falling objects, injuries due to climbing/falling.
	No access to these areas.
	
	

	Static machinery (tractors, toppers, log splitter, trailers, ATVs)
	Visitors viewing machinery demonstrations: physical injury from contact with dangerous parts.
	No keys will be left in any machinery. 
All machinery will be parked and displayed in a safe manner e.g. loaders in the floor.
PTO shafts and other moving parts to be guarded. 
Signage and clear instruction. 
No riding on machines.
	
	

	Zoonoses including E coli O157, Cryptosporidiosis, Brucellosis, Tuberculosis, Chlamydophil a abortus (sheep afterbirth), Orf, ringworm
	Visitors feeding, petting or stroking sheep, lambs, horses, or contact with their dung, contaminated surfaces fences, & pens; pregnant women (C abortus). 
	Facilities include:

· Antibacterial liquid soap 
· Paper towels 
· Warm running water 
· Bins for used paper towels 

Visitors will be encouraged to wash their hands thoroughly by: 
· Signage 
· Staff 

Antibacterial Gel available at both ends of sheep building and in pet lamb feeding. 
Visitors will be guided to proper handwash at the end of their visit.

 Remind visitors that they must not touch their face, hands in mouth or eat before washing hands. 
Visitors must not kiss the animals. 
Clear signage re handwashing. 
All animals to be well bedded. 
All animals to be checked in the morning. 
Any problems to be quarantined. 
Select healthy stock.
All horses will be in contained areas with no access to these areas.
 Walks to be in fields where there is no livestock if unsupervised. Remind visitors that that they are visiting a working farm with animals – safety briefing at the start of each session 
Use clear pathways.
Wash wellies before leaving the farm. 
Staff and volunteers to regularly check areas with animal access. Pathways/gates etc to be kept clean.
	All checks to be completed on the morning of the visits.

	Sheep, horses.
	Visitors entering animal pens; feeding the animals; herding animals; performing simple farmyard tasks; contamination with dung, trampled; crushed; bitten; kicked; butted.
	
	
	

	Manure and faecal seepage – E coli 0157
	Visitors viewing animals or entering livestock sheds walking through manure; touching manure on gates/walls/ partitions; contamination on shoes, laces, pushchair wheels; slips, trips and falls.
	
	
	

	Chlamydophila a abortus
	Pregnant women
	Mainly a risk at lambing time.
Warning signs are in place in risk areas and farm guides also give a verbal warning. 
Pregnant woman must not have any contact with newly born lambs, kids or the birth products of sheep or goats. 
Visitors with concerns should notify a member of staff for more information.
Advised in pre visit information that pregnant ladies should not visit the farm.
	
	

	Inclement weather
	All visitors
	Pre visit information regarding appropriate clothing for the weather. Waterproofs etc in wet weather.
 Lots of drinks, sun cream (to be applied prior to arrival) and hats when hot 
Plan B if original activities not possible due to weather.
Consider cancellation in extreme weather conditions
	Keep up to date with weather forecasts

	Farm pets – dogs and cats
	All visitors, especially children – bitten; scratched; toxoplasmosis through stroking, petting.
	Farm dogs to be supervised at all times, tied up or in kennels for visits.
Pre-visit email to inform visitors that dogs are on site. 
Dogs up to date with flea and worm treatment.
	
	

	Animal feeds
	All visitors – ingestion of feeds or contamination with micro-organisms.
	Displays of what sheep and lambs eat, physical activity of helping give haylage to sheep.
Bottle feeding lambs
 Wash hands after touching any animal feed. 
Advise visitors that the food is for the sheep and lambs and not to be eaten by humans.
	
	

	Flora and fauna
	Visitors on farm walk or nature trail – ingestion of poisonous fruits or berries etc.
	Check routes beforehand and avoid areas that may have hazardous plants. 
Inform visitors that they must not eat plants.
 Regular hand washing 
Check with teacher regarding allergies. 
Long trousers and sleeves advised.
	
	

	Ticks (Lymes Disease)
	All visitors
Ticks are carried by animals and in vegetation
	Animals (sheep, dogs, cats and horses) are regularly treated for ticks.
Avoid walking through long grasses and bracken as much as possible.
Long sleeves and trousers are recommended.
Visitors are advised to check for ticks once they get home if any are found follow NHS advise for removal.
	
	

	Chemical and veterinary products
	All visitors – ingestion of harmful chemicals, breathing vapour or skin; contamination.
	All medicines and medical equipment are always locked away.
 Farmer access only.
	
	

	Eating and drinking
	Visitors
	No eating on site
Hands must be washed before leaving the farm
	
	

	Bees, wasps and insects
	All visitors
Possibility of getting stung
	These are natural inhabitants of the countryside. 
Bees and wasps pose no risk unless provoked. 
If children are stung seek first aid from the school / group first aider
	Ongoing monitoring for nests

	Pollen – Asthma, Hay fever, Allergies.
	All visitors
	All visits will come into contact with haylage, straw, grass etc.
Allergies and health conditions will have been discussed in the pre visit meeting.
Asthmatics must have their inhaler with them.
	
	

	Fire
	All visitors
	In case of fire, teachers/ group leader should ensure that the children in their care go to the fire assemble point in the Car Park. 
Discussed in pre visit.
Supervisors should ensure that a roll call is taken of their charges.
 Smoking is NOT permitted within the Farm

	Staff and visitors
